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CHECKLIST OF ITEMS FOR INITIAL AND REVISED SUBMISSIONS.
For a full list of the items for submission please check the Author Guidelines tab on the Journal Homepage.
1.	Keywords – select a minimum of three keywords.
2.	Place “Geosynthetics” as the first keyword.
3.  	For initial submission: Place all figures and tables with captions and titles at the end of the paper at reasonable size and resolution.
4. 	For revised and final submissions: Figures – To be suitable for production your figures must also be provided as individual TIFF or JPEG files. Line drawings may be supplied as TIFF files (minimum resolution of 300dpi at a width of 10cm, lines should be sharp and clear when viewed at 100%). Photographs may be supplied as jpeg or TIFF files (Files should be 1MB or larger, 300dpi at a width of 10 cm). Graphs may be supplied in MS Excel. For .eps file types, figures should be supplied as ‘vectored’ images. For MS Doc, Excel or PPT images must have been created using the original MS software and must be editable. Do not place all the individual files in a single compressed file (e.g., zip or rar).
5.	Perform a final check of papers in Geosynthetics International and Geotextiles and Geomembranes on close or related topics that may have appeared recently so that interested readers can trace previous related work. Include in your response document a list of these papers if applicable. If you have trouble accessing a paper, let us know.
6.	The title of the paper must not exceed the sum of characters plus the sum of spaces equal to 90. The abstract must not exceed 200 words. Please keep these requirements in mind when preparing your paper.
7.	Do not include post-nominal and job titles of each author. (NEW)
8.	Include email address of each author.
9.	Note that any amount of additional data can be placed in Supplemental Material that can be accessed from the journal website if the paper moves forward.
10.	Include a list of notation for all symbols found in the text, figures and tables if there are 10 or more symbols. Include basic SI units in the list of notation only. See any GI paper for guidance. For example: m and not cm or mm or km; kg and not g or Mg; Pa and not kPa or MPa; s and not h or day; m/s and not km/s, N and not kN or MN, etc. Also dimensionless and not “%” or “-“ or left blank.
11.	Include a list of abbreviations. See GI papers for guidance.
12.	Remove references to papers that are in review. Only accepted papers can be cited.
13.	Include continuous line numbers and use 1.5 line spacing. 
14.	If a reference in the reference list is not in English, add the language at the end of the citation, e.g., (in Chinese).
15. For ASTM citations use the following style in the paper, tables, figures and in the reference list: e.g., ASTM DXXX-19a. Do not include the year in parentheses (2019).
